FREMANTLE WIN TIGHT CLASH

Fremantle Men’s Wizard Cup won a tense affair
against Curtin Trinity Pirates 5-3 on Saturday July
26 at Perth Hockey Stadium to boost its chances
of finals action in the Wizard Home Loans Cup.

Fremantle had a lot more at stake, but it was
Curtin Trinity who opened the scoring with just
three minutes on the clock.

The Pirates scored from a short corner, which was
powerfully flicked into the top corner of the net by
Chris Cirello to continue his good goal scoring
form this season.

The goal stung Fremantle into life and they
showed a great deal of skill in its passing and
intensity with the Fremantle players working hard
to provide options for the player on the ball.

As Fremantle sought to put the result beyond
doubt and the Pirates tried to stem the tide,
tempers flared five minutes later following a tussle
for the ball. The fire seemed to suit the Pirates,
who started to work their way back into the match
and were rewarded for their persistence with
thirteen minutes left in the half when Cirello
scored his second from a short corner.

With a minute remaining, Cirello recorded his hat-
trick with another goal from a short corner to tie up
proceedings 3-3 at the half.

As both sides pushed in the second half, it was
Fremantle which had the better of the chances,
but the Pirates had their chances too. It was a
punishing beginning to the second half, with both
sides lifting the intensity, but it was Fremantle that
would provide a telling goal.

With 12 minutes left, Fremantle were awarded a
short corner despite the protests of the Curtin
Trinity players.

Ward added to the misery for the Pirates as he
dragged the short corner into the bottom left hand
side of the goal for a 4-3 lead.

As the Pirates pushed forward the Fremantle
players held on for dear life, enduring a couple of
nervous moments along the way.

In their haste for an equaliser however, the
Pirates left the back door open and were punished
on the counter-attack with three minutes left by
Blakeny who worked a one-two which left him with
the simple task of putting in the ball into an empty
net for the winner.
